» Your Insights is Insights West's in-house access panel offering on-demand
samples for both clients and research suppliers looking for Western
Canadian populations. The data has been statistically weighted according
to Canadian census figures for British Columbia for age, gender and
region.

\ Results have a margin of error of £3.5 percentage points, 19 times out of 20/
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Three-in-five British Columbians (58%) believe the
increase to the minimum wage needs to be
significantly higher—30% deem it appropriate.
